10 Board Directives

1. Increase funding in 2011 CFP to 15%
2. Develop a plan for adding triple bike racks on buses
3. Develop cost estimate & schedule for retroffing trains for bikes
4. Revise Code of Conduct for large items on Metro trains
5. Install bike racks on vanpool vehicles
6. Improve wayfinding signage at stations
7. Incorporate bicycle messages in all marketing materials
8. Improve security for bicycles at Metro stations
9. Install stair channels in future transit stations
10. Increase bicycle parking and facilities in new transit projects
