In early 2008, Metro entered into a public-private partnership
with Chevron Energy Solutions to build one of the largest “green”
transportation facilities in the nation. When concluded, Metro’s
Support Services Center (MSSC) will see its energy bill of nearly

As part of this innovative “green” public-private partnership, over
$5.3 million in tax rebates and incentives are being made available
from the City of Los Angeles Department of Water and Power, the
Gas Company, and the South Coast Air Quality Management District.
