Overwhelming Support Shown For 
Transportation Improvements    
 
Metro polled some 1,400 likely voters about an array  
of transportation projects throughout the county ranging 
from the extension of light rail systems and airport 
connections to local neighborhood projects such as 
repairing potholes and synchronizing tra;c signals.

The study found that 73% of county residents would 
support a proposed ½ -cent sales tax on the November  
2008 ballot to fund transportation improvements.
The survey was conducted prior to the Metro Board of 
Directors calling for placing the ½-cent sales tax measure 
on this November’s ballot. If approved by the voters, the 
new tax would generate approximately $40 billion over 
30 years and would >nance dozens of street and highway 
improvements and new public transit projects in  
Los Angeles County.
