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Project Overview
The El Monte Station project consists of a two-story 
building that will house a public bus and terminal 
station, o=er limited retail and a customer service center 
and provide surface parking. 

This innovative project will implement new, state-of-the-
art energy e;cient and sustainable building methods, as 
well as expand the bus transit facility, thereby increasing 
capability for passengers. Currently, it is the largest 
bus station west of Chicago and approximately 22,000 
patrons use it daily. 

The station is used by Metro, Foothill Transit, 
Greyhound, El Monte Transit and Metrolink Shuttle.
