Wilshire/La Brea Station: Street Restoration
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• The concrete deck panels along Wilshire Blvd. adjoining La Brea Ave. were installed 
between June and September 2016. This preceded major excavation and construction 
at the Wilshire/La Brea Station.

• The deck panels served as a temporary bridge that allowed traffic to continue flowing
at street level while workers built the station below the panels.

• Construction of the eastern structure and roof of the La Brea Station is expected to be 
completed before April 2022, allowing the design-builder (STS) to fully restore the 
section of Wilshire Blvd. between La Brea Ave. and Highland Ave.

Wilshire/La Brea Station: Decking Removal

Dozens of trucks will be 
used each weekend to 

haul steel, decking panels, 
and SOE out of the area.

Large cranes and other heavy 
equipment will lift the steel beams and 

deck panels out of the ground.



Wilshire/La Brea Station: Decking Removal (continued)

Following decking removal, steel 
beams and SOE haul out, and 

backfilling and utility placement, a 
new street surface will be placed 

from curb to curb.

Work will progress east to west, from 
one weekend to the next.

Curb, Gutter, Bus Pad Restoration

gutter restoration and the installation 
of streetlights, tree wells, wheelchair 
ramps, and bus lanes.

South Sidewalk Closure: 1 Month
• Beginning after the removal of the Orange Grove 

Av Full Closure, STS will temporarily close the 
south Wilshire sidewalk between Ogden Dr and 
Orange Grove Ave for approximately 1 month.
• Eastbound Wilshire may also be reduced to 

two lanes between Orange Grove Av and

• This will support ongoing work activities within 
the station entrance structure.

• East-West movement will be maintained by 
crossing Wilshire Bl at either Fairfax Av or Ogden

> This traffic control will support ongoing station and appendage construction at the Fairfax Station.

> Beginning in February 2022, STS will begin implementing weekend eastbound directional closures on Wilshire Bl at the 
San Vicente Bl intersection. Eastbound Wilshire Bl between Tower Dr and San Vicente Bl will be reduced to a single 
lane. Through movements at San Vicente Bl will be restricted. Turn movements will be maintained onto San Vicente Bl.

> The proposed work hours are Friday at 9pm through Monday at 6am*
> There will be a signed detour that begins within the City of Beverly Hills

> Each appendage structure houses a vital function for the stations:
• Emergency exits
• Utility rooms
• Ventilation rooms
• Entrance and exit structures

> When: Began in March 2021 through 2023*

> Where: Information about specific traffic control and work hours will be available in future community meetings and 
construction notices

> Coordination with impacted businesses will be conducted prior to the start of the next phase of appendage work

Phase 1A Traffic Control (March 2021 through October 2022)*

• Wilshire Blvd. between San Vicente Blvd. and La Cienega Blvd. reduced to two lanes in each direction.

• Left turns from Wilshire Blvd. onto Gale Dr. will be restricted from both directions. Left turns from Tower Dr. 
onto westbound Wilshire Blvd. will be restricted.

• The north and south crosswalks at Gale will be maintained.

• The north sidewalk between San Vicente Blvd. and Gale Dr. will be closed during this phase of work. A 
pedestrian detour for east/west travel will be in place on the south side of Wilshire. Access to 8383 Wilshire will 
be maintained.

• The loading zone in front of the Saban Theatre on Wilshire Blvd will be closed over the duration of this closure.

• A full closure of Gale Dr. north of Wilshire Blvd. will be in place during Phase 1B of this work.

> Work activities in support of concrete 
and deliveries will be conducted 
within the staging yards, and 
occasionally on Wilshire Bl

> Daily construction activities may be 
conducted underneath Wilshire Bl and 
from both Staging Yards for 24 hours a 
day

Wilshire/Rodeo Station:  Permitted Work Hours and Traffic Control

• Work hours underneath the deck are 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Deliveries of 
material, equipment, and concrete will be ongoing daily from Wilshire Bl. A 
breakdown of daily work hours on street level:

• From 7am to 9am and 4pm to 8:15pm, Wilshire Blvd. will remain open with 
three lanes in each direction between El Camino Dr. and Crescent Dr.
• From 9am to 4pm, Wilshire Blvd. may be reduced to two lanes in each direction 

between El Camino Dr. and Crescent Dr.
• From 8:15pm to 7am, Wilshire Blvd. may be reduced to one lane in each 

direction between El Camino Dr. and Crescent Dr.
• Traffic control may also be implemented on Beverly Dr. At least one through traffic 

lane will be maintained in both directions between 9am-4pm and 8pm-7am.
• From 9am to 4pm, S. Reeves Dr. may be reduced to one lane northbound to 

accommodate delivery of material and equipment. A flagger will be on site to assist 
motorists with 2-way traffic.

Decking 
• Decking is a process where the street is 

excavated from curb to curb at a depth of 
about 10 to 12 feet. The deck beams are 
installed over the piles that have been 
installed. The concrete precast panels are 
place over the piles and create a temporary 
street surface. The panels get restriped for 
vehicular and pedestrian use.

• Temporary partial street closures will be 
implemented on Wilshire Bl. Traffic will be 
detoured around the construction work.

• Decking is expected to begin in May 2022.

BIF Information and Eligibility 
> Financial assistance to small “mom & pop” businesses with 25 or fewer full-

time employees directly impacted by Metro Rail construction along three 
project areas:

> Crenshaw/LAX Transit Project
> Purple Line Extension, Sections 1, 2 & 3
> Regional Connector Project, Little Tokyo area & 2nd/Broadway Segment*

> Businesses must be located immediately adjacent to the rail corridor and 
meet other eligibility requirements

> Grant amounts are determined by business revenue loss directly related to 
period of Metro construction disruption

> Businesses may receive up to $50,000 per impact year

*Segment eligibility based on full street closure with duration 
greater than six continuous months. Eligibility ended 6/30/17.



Metro’s Business Interruption Fund
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Metro’s Business Interruption Fund (BIF) is accepting applications for 
transit rail construction impact along the Crenshaw/LAX Transit Project, 
the Little Tokyo area of the Regional Connector and Sections 1, 2 and 3 of 
the Purple Line Extension sustained from March 20, 2020, forward (during 
the COVID-19 pandemic). 

• Small “mom and pop” businesses that experienced transit rail 
construction impact during the COVID-19 pandemic may be eligible.
