	Urban Greenery
	· Urban greenery and urban agriculture funding programs are needed and need to be considered during urban planning. 
· Important for complete streets project to urban greenery elements that benefit all forms of transportation, including horse access in areas like Compton 

	Community Involvement/Connection
	· “Reconnecting communities” is key. How will this plan help reconnect the former pathway that linked Bristow Park and Bandini Park that was lost with the UPRR Railyard encroachment, etc. 
· Clarity desired on how to identify the specific projects and programs within a certain community 
· Emphasis on attracting more community members to the community meetings.
· Important to identify local city needs and lead coordination between agencies and cities.

	· Concerns about the initial plan to widen the 710 freeway, glad to see this is no longer part of the plan
