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This is the team's proposed Guiding Principle for Sustainability.  It incorporates the universally accepted definition of Sustainability from the United Nations Bruntland Commission report (published in 1987) and it is also applied by Metro and Caltrans.  The definition of sustainability focuses not only on the natural environment and ecosystems, but also applies to economic activity and human social activity.  These 3 "pillars" of Sustainability are Economic, Social and Environmental.  See definitions on the slide.  these definitions of the 3 pillars were culled from a variety of sources which were selected based on their clarity 

Sustainability is implicitly incorporated into each of the draft goal statements as it includes transportation facilities and services, communities and their residents, the economy and all of its aspects and the natural environment.
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
