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1-105 EXPRESSLANES PROJECT EQUITY ASSESSMENT STUDY — SEGMENT 1 FACT SHEET

Overview

Metro’s plan includes projects to ease traffic on the I-105
Freeway, including the conversion of the existing High
Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lane, or carpool lane, into an
ExpressLane and the addition of a second ExpressLane

in each direction. The goal is to improve traffic flow, trip
reliability and travel times. Construction of Segment 1
between I-405 and Central Av is expected to begin in 2025
and completion is scheduled for 2028. Segments 2 and 3 will
begin construction in 2026, provided funding is secured.

In addition to the ExpressLanes project, Metro is also
embarking on a unique and first-of-its-kind Equity
Assessment Study to identify transportation projects that will
further enhance mobility, accessibility, and connectivity for
all users of the I-105 corridor and could be funded with future
ExpressLanes net toll revenue. Per state law, net toll revenues
generated from the ExpressLanes program are required to be
reinvested in that same corridor. Metro’s current net toll grant
reinvestment program on the I-10/1-110 ExpressLanes funds
the following types of projects within a three-mile radius of
the I1-10/1-110 freeways:

> System Connectivity/Active Transportation

> Transit Use
> Roadway Improvements

With the assistance of and input from community
stakeholders, Metro has identified a list of potential mobility
improvement projects within Segment 1. This list will

be prioritized into high, medium, and low by taking into
consideration equity, demographics analysis, transportation
data, existing conditions, and community and environmental
benefits. The Study and prioritization of projects will be
presented to the Metro Board in fall 2024. Metro also
anticipates conducting an equity assessment for Segments 2
and 3 in the near future.

Community Involvement

Metro is working with community-based organizations that
work in and represent the various communities in Segment

1 of the corridor. Metro meets with these organizations
monthly to gain a better understanding of their unique needs
and recommendations. The outreach team also hosted a
number of community engagement events and conducted
travel surveys aimed to inform the public and collect data and
input on potential projects. Please contact us if you would like
to receive project updates.
